ELIGIBILITY:


Applicants must be candidates for the doctoral degree in any field of study at a graduate school in the United States.  Dissertation topics must concern education and all pre-dissertation requirements must be completed by June 1, 2007.





AWARDS:


Approximately 30 dissertation fellowships of $25,000 will be announced in April 2007. Awards to support completion of the dissertation begin in June 2007.





DEADLINE:


An online application, letters of recommendation, and transcripts must be submitted by Wednesday, November 1, 2006.
