Establish an active research and publication agenda involving undergraduate and graduate students.  Seek external funding for research.  Advise graduate students, and direct masters and doctoral student thesis and dissertation research.  Provide leadership in the development of a TESOL teacher certification program and work with other faculty in a dynamic and growing Teaching Additional Languages (TESOL and Languages other than English) program.
