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The remediation work of our Center is carried out with following objectives: 

 ·     (Development of the cognitive abilities (correcting poor academic  achievement) in learning disable children;

·      (Remediation of negative personal traits (resolving behavioral problems);

  ·    (Development of communicative skills;

     · (Psychosomatic enhancement;

·      (Psychological and pedagogical work with parents.

Effectiveness of remediative and developmental training of such children in our Center is due to:

1. Individual learning program based on the comprehensive neuropsychological  assessment of each child and syndrome analysis indicating preserved and disturbed components of the functional system, personal traits, and the proximal development zone for each child (approach developed by L. Vygotsky and A. Luria).

2. Team interdisciplinary approach to diagnosis and remediation, with involvement of professionals from different fields (neuropsychologists, neurologists, psychotherapists, speech therapists, physical therapists, art therapists, and others), who discuss and coordinate their efforts on ongoing basis.

3. Comprehensive and multimodal approach to resolving child’s problems, combining methods of body-centered, motor, and cognitive remediation, art therapy, elements of neurolinguistic  programming, and communication training focused not only on cognitive and motor development of the child  but also on development of productive social interaction skills and personal growth of the child.

4. Detection of child’s problems at early stages, preferably at preschool age, through the use of original methods of neuropsychological diagnosis of preschoolers developed by the Center’s experts.

5. Combination of individual and group remediation methods.

6. Close contact and interaction with the child’s parents in order to help them understand the problems of the child and develop adequate ways of interaction.

7. Friendly and open atmosphere for interaction with each child, implying use of games and role plays that enhance child’s interest and  active participation.

Our main slogans are “Learning comes easy”, “Learning with a smile”, “Get in touch with yourself”.
