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To highlight this changing interaction, Vygotsky 

introduced the idea of "key experience" which, 

L. Bozhovich (1968, p. 154), described as follows: 

"The concept of the key experience of Vygotsky is 

the most important psychological reality. The 

analysis of experience has to begin with the study of 

the role of the environment in the development of the 

child. Key experience consists of all the different 

influences from both the internal and external 

circumstances".
